New Business:.

Administrators Report:

Council has approved City ownership of the easement for the main sewer line at 511 W.
Cornell in front of St. Matthew Church. Wilcox will do the necessary paper work regarding
this issue.

Council has approved engineering for the Bush Street water main replacement project. The
water main work will probably be done when the risers are installed in that area.

There was discussion regarding the sewer project finances.

Discussion took place regarding the charges to customers outside of the City for water and
sewer usage. The policy for these charges was rescinded and a new policy may need to be
created for ownership of the lines used in these areas.

There was a meeting regarding the County Drain in the area of Wellington and Westervelt.
There will be cost sharing for the work.  After its completion the City of Zilwaukee will take
over ownership. The County Road Commission is not liable for draining of private property,
only roads. They will however maintain the line.

A motion was made by P. Rouech, supported by G. Dembinski, that the meeting be adjourned.

The motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 4:30.P.M.  The next meeting will be held on
August 31, 2009 at 3:30 P.M.
