W. Davis Activity Report:
Feb 8 - The DPW repaired a watermain break at 984 Schust Road.



Feb 22 - The DPW repaired a watermain break at 801 Westervelt Road.
Feb 26 - The 2009 Cross Connection Report was mailed out.

The DPW employees have been busy throughout the month assisting with sewer cameraing and
inspections regarding the sewer line replacements at various addresses within the City.
Several residents have been changing their services.

Old Business:

Mayor Jolin questioned Adm. Hascall regarding contact with our attorney concerning the
legality of rescinding compliance letters for those who have disconnected their sump pumps
where no storm sewer was available. Adm. Hascall has not yet talked to the attorney.

Administrators Report:
Administrator Hascall had received E-mail from Jim Stuart, Spicer Group, regarding sewer
readings. Inthe month of February Zilwaukee readings were half of the Kochville readings.

Young Environmental, in checking sewers at Schust and Sherman, found that possibly the farm
field

in that area could be draining into a sanitary sewer lead near that area. This will be checked
more thoroughly.

The bids were opened for the watermain replacement project on Bush from Sherman to
Franklin, on Johnson from Adams to Franklin and on Westervelt from Schust to Wellington. It
may be necessary to request new bids due to an add on for work from Wellington to the
Universal Drain.

Adm. Hascall mentioned that 20 years ago the voters approved 1 %2 mills  for a water bond.

It was questioned if when this millage runs out in July, should a portion of this be asked for
renewal in order to maintain the water fund. Mayor Jolin asked the members to consider this
and discuss it further at the April meeting.

New Business
Chairman Waters suggested the members consider wording for Sewer Ordinance 8 for sump
pump connection amendment for discussion at the April meeting.
A motion was made by C. Rivette, supported by G. Dembinski, the meeting be adjourned.
The motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 4:30 P.M.  The next meeting will be held on April
26, 2010 at 3:30 P.M.
